SCOPE OF WORK & TENDER TERMS
This tender is invited for selection of exclusive distributor for marketing and sale of Hydrogen Peroxide 6%.

HOCL has launched its new product Hydrogen Peroxide 6% in the market. For establishing the product in the market HOCL is appointing a sole distributor on OEM Basis for a period of 2 years.

· HOCL will offer the product (Hydrogen Peroxide 6%) on exclusive marketing rights on Original Equipment Manufacturer (OEM) basis.
· The contract will be placed initially for a period of 2 years.
· Vendor should not alter the product including quality / concentration / constitution provided by HOCL. For any change in specification the vendor may approach HOCL for the same. 
· HOCL will identify and offer its premises for setting up the filling unit and product will be delivered through pipeline. All the utilities like electricity, water, air (5Kg/cm2), steam etc., will be provided to vendor for functioning the unit, extra at actual cost. Battery limit will be one metre from the equipment. However, equipment / infra structure / operations are under vendor’s scope. Approximate area which can be allotted is 3000 Sq. Ft. maximum. For any additional requirement in area vendor may approach HOCL and area may be allotted upon mutual consent between HOCL and vendor.
· It is the responsibility of vendor to market the product which includes dedicated scientific studies, brand promotion, product awareness and any other work related to marketing and sales.
· Vendor has to deploy his employees for its operation. All the statutory requirements, safety & employee benefits are the responsibility of the vendor. Employees are to be suitably covered under ESI / PF / Insurance.
· Allotted area should always be kept clean. Housekeeping & Waste Management pertaining to the allotted area shall be the sole responsibility of vendor.
· The supervision of the employees engaged will be the sole responsibility of the vendor. 
· Employees must wear suitable PPEs such as Face Mask, Gloves, etc.,
· The contract shall be read in conjunction with HOCL General Conditions of Contract and Special Conditions of Contract or any other documents forming part of the Contract. All clause of General Conditions of Contract shall be applicable to this contract.
· The finalised rate shall remain firm throughout the pendency of the contract.
· The employees engaged should be certified daily by the authorized representative of HOCL and shall be issued with entry permits. The vendor should ensure that the employees are carrying valid entry permits during the working hours without failure and show the same as and when required.
· Vendor shall issue photo identity cards to each and every employee engaged by him and should ensure that the employees are wearing their identity cards during the working hours without failure.
· The vendor shall ensure that the employees engaged by him should follow the instructions given by the HOCL Management / Security.
· The agreement can be terminated by either side by giving three months’ notice in writing. However, in case of breach of contract / gross violation of the agreement by either party the affected party can terminate the contract without notice.
· The vendor shall strictly follow the rules and regulations under Contract Labour (Regulation and Abolition) Act 1970 and all Kerala Contract Labour Regulations and Abolition Rules 1972 and all other rules and regulations applicable. (Refer Annexure A, B, C and D).
· All the persons engaged by the vendor should cover under EPF scheme. It is the responsibility of the vendor to see that the contribution under PF Scheme is made every month for the employees engaged by the vendor.

· The vendor will have to abide by the provisions of other Central and State Government Act and Rules as applicable from time to time and shall extend facilities to his employees as will be applicable under Rules.
· The vendor shall take all safety precautions as prescribed under Factories Act 1948 and also the Safety rules prescribed by the company while engaging his employees on any work and provide safety appliances to employees at his own cost.
· In case mechanized system is used for rinsing of containers / filling / loading / unloading vendor has to ensure that all wetted parts of the equipment that are being used inside plant area shall be of SS316L or SS304L.
· The vendor should abide by all the instructions that will be issued by HOCL from time to time.
· Minimum price is fixed as Rs.30/- per litre excluding GST. 
· HOCL will deliver the product to vendor as per specification after which vendor has the full responsible for the product. Product once delivered by HOCL will not be taken back except for valid reasons.
· Designing and Procurement of Materials for packing / Rinsing of bottles / Packing / labelling / storage / transportation / marketing etc., will be on vendor’s scope.

· A Suitable agreement based on the above conditions and including such other conditions as the Company may prescribe will have to be executed by the vendor with HOCL on Non-Judicial stamp paper of appropriate value.
· Minimum off take quantity per month shall be 10000 Litres.
· Vendor has to provide market intelligence report on intervals of 3 months.
· Vendor shall bear the entire cost and expense of conducting its business in accordance with the terms of contract. Research on Product, Market study, product diversification, Expense of Doing Business etc., comes under the scope of vendor.

·  Vendor shall provide itself with, and be solely responsible for, (1) such facilities, employees, and business organization, and (2) such permits, licenses, and other forms of clearance from governmental or regulatory agencies, if any, as are necessary for the conduct of Distributor's business operations

· Vendor acknowledges that by reason of its relationship to HOCL hereunder it will have access to certain information and materials concerning HOCL’s business plans, customers, technology, and products that is confidential and of substantial value to HOCL, which value would be impaired if such information were disclosed to third parties. Vendor agrees that it shall not disclose to any third party, any such confidential information revealed to it by HOCL. Without other notice, Vendor shall treat all information as confidential in nature. Upon specific request, HOCL shall advise vendor whether or not it considers any particular information or materials to be confidential. Vendor shall not publish any technical description of the Products beyond the description published by HOCL. In the event of termination of this Agreement, there shall be no use or disclosure by the vendor of any confidential information of HOCL, and vendor shall not manufacture / have manufactured / will enter into contract with other company for procurement of Hydrogen Peroxide as long as this contract prevails.
ANNEXURE-III
ELIGIBILITY / PREQUALIFICATION CRITERIA
(Offers of bidders who satisfy the following Eligibility Criteria only will be considered)
1. The bidder shall be a reputed firm / individual capable of marketing & sale of the product and shall be registered inside Kerala. Bidder shall provide the company / firm profile, tax registration, license details etc. 
2. The Bidder should have minimum 2 years’ experience in Marketing and Sales of similar products such as Consumer products, Pharmaceuticals, Chemicals, Agrochemicals, etc. Documents in support of technical capability / past experience is made available.
3. The bidder should have a minimum sales turnover of Rs. One Crore per annum during the previous two years. Annual Turn over details should be enclosed for the last two years: Please attach auditor’s certificates in support of your claim.
4. The bidder shall be financially sound and documents in proof of financial strength such as balance sheet for last two financial year shall be made available.
A. REJECTION CRITERIA
i. Bids received after the due date and time of bid submission shall be summarily rejected.
ii. Offer sent without having the prescribed bidding document of HOCL, non-adherence to technical / commercial terms & conditions, Un-priced bid and Price bid not in the prescribed format, incomplete bids and bids with deviations to the tendered scope of work shall be liable for rejection.
iii. Non-compliance to any of PQC / BQC will be liable for rejection.
iv. Bids found to have been submitted with falsified / incorrect information will be liable for rejection.
v. BIDDER in the Holiday / Blacklist of any CPSU / State PSU / Central or State Government Undertaking will be liable for rejection.

GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITONS

(The words “HOCL” and “Company”, wherever it appears in this document shall mean “the officer of Hindustan Organic Chemicals Limited” duly authorised by the General Manager of the Company)
VALIDITY OF OFFER
a. Offer shall be valid for a minimum period of 90 days from the last date of submission stipulated for the tender. During this period, the BIDDERs shall not be entitled to revoke or cancel their Bid or to vary the Bid given or any term thereof. In case, the BIDDER revokes or cancels the Bid or varies any term in regard thereof, the Bid shall become liable for rejection.

b. HOCL may request the BIDDERs for extension of the period of validity of Bid. However, BIDDERs agreeing to the request for extension of validity of Bid shall not be permitted to modify the Bid because of extension, unless specifically invited to do so by HOCL.
BID SUBMISSION

b. Bid Price / Quoted rates: The BIDDER shall quote in the Price Bid Format as per Tender document.

c. The offer must be complete in all respects, leaving no scope for ambiguity. The BIDDER is fully responsible for the bid submitted and no relief or consideration can be given for errors and omissions.
AMENDMENT OF BIDDING DOCUMENT
a. HOCL may, for any reason whether at his own initiative or in response to the clarification requested by the prospective BIDDER(s), issue an amendment in the form of Corrigendum / Addendum during the Bidding period and subsequent to receipt of the Bids. Any Corrigendum / Addendum thus issued shall become part of Bidding / Tender Document and BIDDER shall submit Corrigendum / Addendum / Compliance letter duly signed and stamped in token of his acceptance.
b. The BIDDER shall consider the impact of corrigendum / addendum issued during the Bidding period. The BIDDER shall follow the instructions issued along with corrigendum / addendum issued subsequent to submission of Bids. 
c. Further replies to pre-bid queries, all updates, Corrigenda, Addenda, Amendments, Extension in last date of submission of bid, Clarifications etc., (if any) to the Tender / Bidding document will be hosted on above indicated websites. EARNEST MONEY DEPOSIT (EMD)

PERFORMANCE

The total offtake quantity will be reviewed every six months. The cumulative offtake quantity for six months should not be less than the cumulative committed quantity for that period. In case of shortfall, the vendor will be liable to pay the amount for the shortfall in quantity at the rate as per the order to HOCL. 
Towards the guarantee to the above commitment, the bidder shall submit a Bank Guarantee for an amount of Rs.10,00,000/- (Rupees Ten Lakhs Only) within 21 days of date of placement of order.
INTEGRITY PACT
 Bidder is required to sign the Integrity Pact with HOCL as per format & Terms and conditions enclosed with tender in Annexure-K. This document is essential and binding. In case a bidder does not sign & submit the Integrity Pact along with bid documents, his bid shall be liable for rejection.

OPENING OF TENDERS
The Technical bids will be opened on 17.08.2022 AT 2.00 PM. Technically accepted bidders will be informed about the date and time of opening of the price bid.
PAYMENT
Payment term will be 100% advance payment with cash discount / 30 Days Credit against bank guarantee.
FORFEITURE OF SECURITY DEPOSIT
The officer of the company, in his absolute discretion shall have the right to forfeit or appropriate the amounts due to the contractor or security deposits towards any sums that may be due to the company from  the contractor on account of losses / damages in transit, liquidated damages costs of any services rendered by the company and / or any loss that may be sustained by the company as a result of breach by the contractor to render any or all the services under the contract to the satisfaction of the officer of the company without prejudice to other remedies open to the company under the terms of the contract or provisions of law.  
In the event of security deposit being appropriated towards loss, the contractor shall forthwith recoup the amount to restore the security deposit to the full amount.  Security deposit will not earn any interest.  Subject to the provision mentioned above, the security deposit will be returned to the contractor after the expiry of three months from the date on which the final bill is paid provided that the performance of the contractor has been satisfactory as certified by the officer of the company.
DISPUTES
If any time during the currency of the contract or thereafter, any question, dispute or difference whatever shall arise between the officer of the company and the contractor upon or in relation to or in connection with the contract or in connection with the interpretation of any of the terms and conditions thereof or in connection with any matters arising there from the same shall be referred to the sole arbitration of the Unit In Charge, Hindustan  Organic Chemicals Limited, Ambalamugal or  an officer of the company nominated by him.  The decision of the arbitration shall be final and binding.
EMPLOYEES OF THE CONTRACTOR
The contractor may employ such employees as he may think fit and they shall be the employees of the contractor for all purposes whatsoever and shall not be deemed to be in the employment of the company for any purpose whatsoever, such employees stationed at HOCL, by the contractor shall be competent enough to take decisions instead of referring to the contractor and waiting for their decisions. Those employees shall always be bound by the direction of the company. 

The employees deployed for executing the works should be covered under all relevant labour laws including ESI, PF etc., and documentary evidence for the same should be produced whenever asked for by the company.
COMPENSATION UNDER WORKMEN’S COMPENSATION ACT
The contractor shall be responsible for and shall pay compensation to his workmen which may be under the workmen’s Act of 1923 (VIII of 1923) (hereinafter called the said Act) for any injuries suffered by them.  If such compensation is paid by the company as principal under sub-section (i) of Section 12 of the said Act on behalf of the contractor under Sub-Section (2) of the said section, such compensation shall be recovered in the manner laid down in Clause as above. If the amount of compensation paid by the company as aforesaid exceeds the amount of security deposit made hereunder or any other amount due to the contractor such excess amount shall be paid by the contractor to the company.




If under any circumstances whatsoever the company is held liable or responsible in any manner whatsoever for the default or omission on the part of the contractor in any matter whatsoever the company on demand shall be reimbursed by the contractor of all expenses or cost incurred by the company.
The contractor shall on instructions from the officer of the company immediately remove from their operation under this   contract any person employed thereon who may misbehave or cause any nuisance or be otherwise in the opinion of the company not a fit person to be retained on the operation and such person shall not be again employed or allowed on the operation without the prior written permission of the officer of the company.
THE CONTRACTOR’S RESPONSIBILITY FOR ACCIDENTS
The contractor shall be absolutely and solely responsible for accidents and injuries whether fatal or otherwise, damages or losses occurring to any person, property or thing resulting from or in the opinion of HOCL be traceable to the operation of the contractor or his sub-contractors, agents or employees in the execution of the work or otherwise to any of the obligation in the tender documents.  The responsibility of the contractor as above described shall extend to all cases of accidents, injuries and damages and losses which may occur to any person, property or thing included.
Not withstanding anything contained in the tender documents the contractor will be liable to pay the compensation and medical expenses in case of any accident attributable to the Contractor. This will be in addition to his liabilities under the Employees compensation Act or other statute in force.
ARBITRATION
Except where otherwise provided in the contract, all questions and disputes relating to the meaning of the specifications, designs, drawings and instructions herein before mentioned and as to the quality of workmanship or materials used on the work or as to any other question, claim, right matter or thing whatsoever in any way arising out or relating to the contract, designs, drawings, specifications, estimates, instructions, orders or these conditions or otherwise, concerning the works or the execution or failure to execute the same whether arising during the progress of work or after the completion or abandonment  thereof,  shall be referred  to the sole arbitration  of an arbitrator  appointed  by the CHAIRMAN AND MANAGING DIRECTOR OF THE COMPANY.  It will be no objection to any such appointment that the Arbitrator so appointed and employee of the Company, that he had to deal with the matters to which the contractor relates and that in the course of his duties as the company's employees, he had expressed views on all or any of the matters in dispute or difference. The Arbitrator to whom the matter is originally referred being transferred or vacating his office or being unable to act for any reason the Chairman and Managing Director, as aforesaid at the time of such transfer, vacation of office or inability to act shall appoint another person to act as Arbitrator in accordance with the terms of the contract. Such persons shall proceed with the reference from stage at which it was left by his predecessor.

It is also a term of this contract that no person other than a person appointed by the Chairman and Managing Director, as aforesaid, shall act as Arbitrator, and if for any reason, that is not possible the matter is not to be referred to arbitration at all.

The work under CONTRACT shall however, continue during the arbitration proceedings and no payment due or payable to CONTRACTOR shall be withheld on account of such proceedings.

The Arbitrator shall be deemed to have entered on the reference of the date he issues notice to both the parties fixing the date of the first hearing.

The Arbitrator may from time to time, with the consent of the parties, enlarge the time for making and publishing the award.

The Arbitrator shall give a separate award giving his reasons in respect of each claim dispute or difference referred to him.

The Venue of arbitration shall be such place as may be fixed by the Arbitrator in his sole discretion.

The fees, if any of the Arbitrator shall if required to be paid before the award is made and published, be paid half by each of the Parties. The cost of the reference and of the award including the fees, in any of the Arbitrator shall be in the discretion of the Arbitrator who may direct to and by whom and in what manner, such costs or any part thereof shall be paid and may fix or settle the amount of cost to be so paid.
LAW GOVERNING THE CONTRACT AND JURISDICTION OF COURTS
CONTRACT shall be governed by and constructed according to the laws in force in INDIA, CONTRACTOR hereby submits to the jurisdiction of the courts situated at ERNAKULAM for the purposes of actions and proceedings arising out of CONTRACT and the courts at ERNAKULAM only will have the jurisdiction to hear and decide such actions and proceedings.

a. The concerned worker has to file nomination form.

b. If already covered under the Act and Scheme, the related document to be submitted.

4. Interstate Migrant Workmen (Regulation of Employment and Conditions of Service) Act 1979
The contractor should possess License under this Act, if he engages 05 or more interstate migrant workmen on any day.

Preamble

The Principal intends to award, under laid down organizational procedures, contract/s for ................................................ The Principal values full compliance with all relevant laws of the land, rules, regulations, economic use of resources and of fairness / transparency in its relations with its Bidder(s) and / or Contractor(s).

In order to achieve these goals, the Principal will appoint an Independent External Monitor (IEM), who will monitor the tender process and the execution of the contract for compliance with the principles mentioned above.

Section 1- Commitments of the Principal

1. The Principal commits itself to take all measures necessary to prevent corruption and to observe the following principles:
a) No employee of the Principal, personally or through family members will in connection with the tender for, or the execution of a contract, demand, take a promise for or accept, for self or third person, any material or immaterial benefit which the person is not legally entitled to.
b) The Principal will, during the tender process treat all bidders(s) with equity and reason. The Principal will in particular, before and during the tender process, provide to all Bidder(s) the same information and will not provide to any Bidder(s) confidential / additional information through which the Bidder(s) could obtain an advantage in relation to the tender process or the contract execution.
c) The Principal will exclude from the process all known prejudiced / interested persons.

2. If the Principal obtains information on the conduct of any of its employees which is a criminal offence under the Indian Penal code / Prevention of Corruption Act, or if there be a substantive suspicion in this regard, the Principal will inform the Chief Vigilance Officer and in addition can initiate disciplinary actions.

Section 2 - Commitments of the Bidder(s)/ Contractor(s)

1. The Bidder(s) / Contractor(s) commits themselves to take all measures necessary to prevent corruption. He commits himself to observe the following principles during his participation in the tender process and during the contract execution.

a) The Bidder(s) / Contractor(s) will not, directly or through any other person or firm, offer, promise or give to any of the Principal’s employees involved in the tender process or the execution of the contract or to any third person any material or other benefit which he / she is not legally entitled to, in order to obtain in exchange any advantage of any kind whatsoever during the tender process or during the execution of the contract.

d) The Bidder(s) /contractor(s) of foreign origin shall disclose the name and address of the Agents / representatives in India, if any. Similarly, the bidder(s) / contractor(s) of Indian Nationality shall furnish the name and address of the foreign principals, if any. All the payments made to the India agent/representative have to be in Indian Rupees only.
e) The Bidder(s) / Contractor(s) will, when presenting his bid, disclose any and all payments he has made, is committed to or intends to make to agents, brokers or any other intermediaries in connection with the award of the contract.

2. The Bidder(s) / Contractor(s) will not instigate third persons to commit offences outlined above or be an accessory to such offences.

Section 8 - Independent External Monitor / Monitors

1. The Principal appoints competent and credible Independent External Monitor for this Pact. The task of the Monitor is to review independently and objectively, whether and to what extent the parties comply with the obligations under this agreement.
2. The Monitor is not subject to instructions by the representatives of the parties and performs his functions neutrally and independently.  It will be obligatory for him to treat the information and documents of the Bidder(s) / Contractor(s) as confidential. He reports to the Chairman and Managing Director, HOCL.
3. The Bidder(s) / Contractor(s) accepts that the Monitor has the right to access without restriction to all Project documentation of the Principal including that provided by the Contractor. The contractor will also grant the Monitor, upon his request and demonstration of a valid interest, unrestricted and unconditional access to his project documentation. The same is applicable to Sub contractors. The Monitor is under contractual obligation to treat the information and documents of the Bidder(s) / Contractor(s) / Subcontractors(s) with confidentiality.
4. The Principal will provide to the Monitor sufficient information about all meetings among the parties related to the Project provided such meetings could have an impact on the contractual relations between the Principal and the Contractor.
